Racial tolerance and a dedication to principles of justice
have become part of the Canadian identity, and are often
used to distinguish our historical character from that of
other countries. “Race,” Rights and the Law in the Supreme
Court of Canada challenges this image.

Walker examines four cases in which the legal issue was
“race,” drawn from the period between 1914 and 1955, and
demonstrates that Supreme Court Justices were expressing
the prevailing “common sense” about “race” in their legal
decisions. He shows that injustice on the grounds of “race”
has been chronic in Canadian history, and that the law
itself was once instrumental in creating these circum-
stances. The four case studies are that of a Chinese restau-
rant owner who was fined for employing a white woman;
a black man who was refused service in a bar; a Jew who
wanted to buy a cottage but was prevented by the prop-
erty owners’ association; and a Trinidadian of East Indian
descent who was accepted by the Canadian army but was
rejected for immigration on grounds of “race”-all of whom
sought redress from discrimination through the Canadian
courts.

In preparing a manuscript for consider-
ation by the Editorial Board, authors should follow the JOURNAL'’s style sheet which the
editors can supply. Otherwise, the most recent issue of the JOURNAL can serve as a style
guide. Manuscripts will not be returned. Authors may submit the final version on
MS-DOS diskette in WordPerfect, Microsoft RTF or ASCII format, along with a hard
copy of the file.
