The ASIL Holtzmann Center is established in 
honor of Judge Howard M. Holtzmann. Over 
the course of his career, Judge Holtzmann 
has made enormous contributions to the field 
of international arbitration and conciliation, 
and mentored scores of young lawyers 
working in the field.  He was central to the 
American Arbitration Association (AAA) work 
with the Arbitration Institute of the Stockholm 
Chamber of Commerce to build an East-
West bridge through international arbitration. 
Notable achievements include: service as a 
member of the U.S. delegation to the Arbitra-
tion Working Group of the UN Commission 
on International Trade Law (1974-2011), 
which produced the UNCITRAL Arbitration 
Rules, the UNCITRAL Conciliation Rules, 
and the UNCITRAL Model Law on Interna-
tional Commercial Arbitration, and service as 
a Member of the Iran-U.S. Claims Tribunal 
(1981-1994). For his pioneering work, the 
King of Sweden inducted Judge Holtzmann 
as a Commander of the Royal Order of the 
Polar Star in 2003. In 2005, he received 
the Silver Medal of Honor of Vienna, and in 
2006, the AAA gave him its highest honor, 
the Peacemaker Award, for his “work to 
further peace throughout the world.”  Judge 
Holtzmann has been a member of ASIL 
since 1972.
