It 
provides an excellent model for school-community 
interaction and provides for the enriching of the 
school culture. The project provided many 
opportunities for shared and collaborative learning 
which general educational research is increasingly 
supporting as a viable and very successful teaching 
strategy. 

The article by Stephen Gibson develops the 
notion that we need schools with a "positive 
orientation to cultural pluralism" to cater 
successfully for urban Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander learners.
