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RESEARCH GRANTS PROGRAM 

Rev i s ions t o the Research Time St ipend to 
i n c l u d e independent s c h o l a r s 

The Soc ia l Sc iences and Humanit ies Research 
Council of Canada wishes to announce t h a t 
as of May 15, 1982 ( t h e next dead l ine 
for t h e r e c e i p t of r e s e a r c h g ran t a p p l i ­
c a t i o n s ) , the g u i d e l i n e s governing the 
p r o v i s i o n of a r e sea rch t ime s t i p e n d w i t h i n 
the framework of the Research Grants 
Program, w i l l be extended to inc lude a l l 
s c h o l a r s in t h e Canadian r e s e a r c h 
community, whether or not they hold a f u l l -
t ime t e ach ing p o s i t i o n in a pos t - secondary 
i n s t i t u t i o n . For those s c h o l a r s who were 
not p r e v i o u s l y e l i g i b l e to apply for a 
r e s e a r c h t ime s t i p e n d , the p rov i s ions 
o u t l i n e d in the Research Time St ipend 
g u i d e l i n e s in the 1981 Guide for App l i can t s 
w i l l apply , sub j ec t to the fol lowing 
m o d i f i c a t i o n s : 

1 . Two c a t e g o r i e s of r e sea rch time award 
w i l l be a v a i l a b l e to r e sea rch g r a n t s 
a p p l i c a n t s who do not hold a f u l l - t i m e 
t e a c h i n g p o s i t i o n at a pos t - s econda ry 
t each ing i n s t i t u t i o n . The e s t a b l i s h e d 
maximum amounts of t he se awards a re 521,400 
and $35,000 per annum. The l a t t e r ca tegory 
i s r e se rved for s en io r s c h o l a r s who have 
a l r e a d y demonst ra ted a s u b s t a n t i a l 
commitment t o the Canadian r e sea rch 
community through s i g n i f i c a n t c o n t r i b u t i o n s 
to s c h o l a r s h i p . 

2 . The t o t a l maximum amount of r e s e a r c h 
t ime which maly be claimed by t h e s e 
a p p l i c a n t s w i l l be twelve months in any 
t h r e e - y e a r p e r i o d . Subject to t h i s l i m i t , 
t h e r e w i l l be no r e s t r i c t i o n on the amount 
of time which may be taken in any one y e a r . 

3 . Employed s c h o l a r s and those who become 
employed dur ing the t enu re of a grant w i l l 
be r equ i r ed t o furn ish evidence t h a t t h e i r 
employers have agreed to r e l e a s e them for 
the per iod of time proposed. They must 
a l s o demonst ra te t h a t t h e i r proposed 
r e sea r ch i s not d i r e c t l y r e l a t e d to t h e i r 
employment and t h a t i t w i l l not i n t e r f e r e 
wi th t h e i r normal d u t i e s . 

4 . All r e s e a r c h p roposa l s which i n c l u d e 
a s t i pend r eques t are eva lua t ed by 
the a s s e s s o r s and Council a d j u d i c a t i o n 
commit tees according t o the usual a s s e s s ­
ment c r i t e r i a of the Research Grants 
Program. In a d d i t i o n , the a s s e s s o r s and 
committees w i l l be asked to recommend to 
Council both the a p p r o p r i a t e s t i pend 
ca t ego ry for each a p p l i c a n t and the exact 
amount of r e sea r ch t ime t h a t should be 
a l lowed. Recommendations w i l l be based on 
t h e q u a l i f i c a t i o n s of the a p p l i c a n t and the 
p a r t i c u l a r needs of the p ro j ec t for which 
suppor t has been r e q u e s t e d . 

The Research Time St ipend g u i d e l i n e s as 
o u t l i n e d in t h e 1981 Guide for App l i can t s 
w i l l con t inue t o apply to a l l s c h o l a r s who 
hold f u l l - t i m e t e ach ing p o s i t i o n s in 
u n i v e r s i t i e s and o t h e r p o s t - s e c o n d a r y 
i n s t i t u t i o n s . Current Council r e g u l a t i o n s 
wi th r e spec t t o the e l i g i b i l i t y of 
a p p l i c a n t s and of r e sea r ch p r o j e c t s w i l l 
a l s o con t inue to be app l ied in a l l c a s e s .

Le Consei i de recherches en sc iences 
humaines o f f r e normalement une a l l o c a t i o n de 
dggagement pour l a recherche dans le cadre 
des subven t ions de r e c h e r c h e . I I d e s i r e 
annoncer par la p re sen te q u ' a compter du 15 
mai 1982 ( l a prochaine da te l i m i t e pour l e s 
demandes de s u b v e n t i o n s ) , i.1 e t a r g i r a 
l ' o f f r e de c e t t e a l l o c a t i o n a t o u t e la 
communaute' des che rcheurs c a n a d i e n s , q u ' i l s 
so i en t ou non a f f e c t e s a une tache 
d 'enseignement p o s t - s e c o n d a i r e a p i e i n 
temps. Les d i r e c t i v e s contenues dans le 
Guide des c a n d i d a t s 1981 concernant c e t t e 
a l l o c a t i o n s ' a p p l i q u e r o n t done dore"navant a 
ceux qui j u s q u ' i c i n ' e ' t a i e n t pas 
a d m i s s i b l e s , parce que non u n i v e r s i t a i r e s . 
Les mod i f i c a t i ons s u i v a n t e s devront 
cependant e t r e r e t e n u e s , dans leur c a s . 

1. Pour l e s chercheurs autonomes (non 
a f f e c t e s a 1'enseignement p o s t - s e c o n d a i r e a 
p l e i n temps) i l y aura deux c a t e g o r i e s 
d 1 a l l o c a t i o n , a l l a n t respec t ivement a un 
maximum de S21 400 e t de $35 000. Ce t t e 
deuxieme c a t e g o r i e sera r e se rvee a des 
chercheurs chevronnes qui se se ron t d£ja 
r e v e l ^ s profond^ment engages dans l a 
communaut* des chercheurs canadiens e t qui 
auront deja. fourni une importante 
c o n t r i b u t i o n a la connaissance et a 
l ' g r u d i t i o n . 

2. Les c a n d i d a t s s o l l i c i t a n t une a l l o c a t i o n 
pourront compter sur un maximum de douze 
mois sur t r o i s a n s , sans l i m i t e p a r t i c u l i e r e 
de temps sur chaque annee. 

3 . Les chercheurs qui d^ t i ennen t un emploi , 
ou en ob t i ennen t un pendant la v a l i d i t y de 
l eur subvent ion de r eche rche , doivent 
dSmontrer que leur employeur consent a l e s 
l ibe ' re r pour la per iode de temps 
cor respondant a l ' a l l o c a t i o n demandee. l i s 
doivent a u s s i d£montrer que l«*ur p r o j e t de 
recherche n ' e s t pas d i rec tement r e l i £ a leur 
emploi et q u ' i l n ' y aura pas c o n f l i t avec 
l e u r s t a c h e s normales . 

4 . Tous l e s p r o j e t s de recherche qui 
coraportent une a l l o c a t i o n de de'gagement sont 
soumis a d e v a l u a t i o n des p a i r s et aux 
c o m i t l s d ' a d j u d i c a t i o n du C o n s e i i , se lon les 
c r i t e r e s normaux du programme de subvent ions 
de r e c h e r c h e . De p l u s , ces deux i n s t a n c e s 
d r a p p r e c i a t i o n devront av i se r le Consei i 
t a n t sur la ca te 'gor ie d ' a t l o c a t i o n que sur 
le montant p r e c i s auquel le Consei i dev ra i t 
s 1 e n g a g e r . Une t e l l e recommandat ion devra 
reposer sur la competence du chercheur e t 
sur l e s beso ins p a r t i c u l i e r s du p ro j e t 
soumis. 

I I e s t a remarquer que le Guide des 
c a n d i d a t s 1981 con t inue a fourn i r l e s 
d i r e c t i v e s r £ g u l i e r e s en ce qui concerne 
l ' a l l o c a t i o n de degagement o f f e r t e aux 
che rcheu r s qui ense ignen t a p l e i n temps dans 
l e s u n i v e r s i t e s ou a u t r e s i n s t i t u t i o n s p o s t -
s e c o n d a i r e s . Les reglements a c t u e l s qui 
gouvernent 1 ' a d m i s s i b i l i t y des cand ida t s 
et des p r o j e t s de recherche demeurent 
inchanggs .
