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balanced answers both in terms of principles and by means of actual
concrete examples. And thus the author points to his contention which
is summed up in his epilogue. 'Thus the soul devoted to the highest of
works, the apostolate, must live with God in order to be able to speak
of him with the best results for souls: the active life, let us repeat it
once more, should be in the Christian soul only the overflow of its
interior life.'

The book does not teach new spirituality. It contains the traditional
teaching on the relations between the interior and the active life. One
finds this teaching in treatises on the spiritual life. But in such ftui
treatises the contention of this book is found 'inter alia'. The value ot
this book lies in its clear application of one relevant aspect of spirituality
to the essential needs of the apostolate.

All keen workers in the apostolate should be grateful to the publishers
for the reprinting of this book. If there is to be a second edition the*1

perhaps the publishers will not take it amiss if attention is drawn t°
misprints on pages 79 line 5, 104 line 33, and 176 line 11.
