Prize to Honor
Elaine and David Spitz

The Conference for the Study of Political
Thought notes with profound regret the
death of Elaine Spitz, one of its original
and most valuable members, a member
of its Executive Committee, and its
former Vice-Chair. She died after a long
and extraordinarily courageous battle
against a death she knew was inevitable.
No one who met her will forget how

brave and entirely devoid of self-pity
Elaine Spitz was during these years when
she worked to the last to complete her
scholarly projects.

No doubt she would have preferred to be
remembered as a promising political theo-
rist, teacher, and as the wife of David
Spitz, another irreplaceable colleague
and friend of the Conference. The author
of a recent and well-received book,
Majority Rule, Elaine was also the author
of numerous contributions on democratic
theory and liberalism. At the time of her
death she was at work on her first his-
torical study: of John Locke's friend,
Damaris Cudworth Masham.

Her teaching career included appoint-
ments at the City University of New York,
Colgate, Cornell, Vassar, the New School
for Social Research, Montclair State Col-
lege, and C.W. Post. She had been ap-
pointed to a tenured position at North
Texas State University, but was unable
to take up her position there.

After graduating with honors from
Hunter College, Elaine Spitz received a
Falk Fellowship and an M.A. with honors
from Yale, and her doctorate from the
City University of New York. She held
research fellowships from the Russell
Sage Foundation and the National En-
dowment for the Humanities. During the
last year of her life, nothing gave her
more pleasure than her connections with
Trinity and King's Colleges at Cambridge
University. She served as a member of
the Editorial Board of Polity and as a
member of the committee on equality of
the American Civil Liberties Union.

She is survived by her daughters, Karen
and Jessica Mates; her sister, Gloria
Zicht of New York City; and her mother,
Sylvia Gilbert.

The Conference for the Study of Political
Thought proposes to establish a prize in
the memory of Elaine and David Spitz. it
will be awarded annually to the author of
the best published work on democratic
theory. A committee of the Conference
will award the prize at its yearly inter-
national meeting.

Guide to Federal Funding for
Social Scientists Available

Political scientists and other social sci-
ence researchers now have a comprehen-
sive guide to federal funding tailored
specifically to their needs. The Guide to
Federal Funding for Social Scientists was
prepared by the Consortium of Social
Science Associations (of which APSA is
a founding member) with support from
the Russell Sage Foundation. The Guide
will be available in mid-June.

In this time of increasing demand on
scarce federal research dollars, it has
become even more important for social
and behavioral scientists to be aware of
the wide range of federal agencies that
support extramural research and training.
The Guide is designed to help experi-
enced scholars discover alternative fund-
ing sources for their research as well as
to introduce new scholars to the federal
funding arena.

The Guide contains nearly 200 entries
with information on over 300 federal pro-
grams that provide support for the social
and behavioral sciences and related areas
of the humanities, either through re-
search grants and contracts, fellowships,
or dissertation support. Entries are based
on in-depth interviews with federal pro-
gram staff discussing their current and
future research priorities, and what
specific role they see for the social sci-
ences in their programs or agencies. Also
included are contact persons, budget
information, application and review proc-
esses, deadlines, funding mechanisms,
and examples of funded projects.

Other chapters in the Guide include
‘’Academics and Contract Research,’’
*‘Structure and Organization of the Socia!
Sciences in the Federal Funding Arena,’’
*The Federal Statistical Agencies,’’ writ-
ten by experts in these fields, and inside
views on funding procedures at the Na-
tional Science Foundation, the National
Institutes of Health, and the Alcohol,
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Drug Abuse, and Mental Health Admin-
istration, written by officials at those
agencies.
