Fort Jesus, Mombasa, is the most remarkable historical monument on the coast of Kenya. It
was built by the Portuguese in 1593. This book describes the excavations carried out between
1958 and 1971, and has accounts of the Chinese porcelain, Islamic and Ponuguese glazed earthen-
ware found there, besides beads, medallions, and cannon,

Kilwa was the main commercial centre on the East African coast before the arrival of the Portu-
guese at the end of the 16th century. Finds from the excavations lead to a re-examination of the
available historical sources, and important modifications to the accepted view of the early history
and chronology of the East African coast.
