Volume 1, No.l of the new journal, The Aboriginal Health 
Worker, edited by Dr J.E. Cawte, of Prince Henry Hospital, Sydney, 
has now been published. Articles in this first issue cover topics 
such as - Trachoma, Sports Injuries, the Problems of Aboriginal 
Children in Hospital, and a traditional Aboriginal story, The Djert 
Myth.
