Opinion No. 1059 (Bull. zool. Norn. 33 (1) p. 24) Calamopora Goldfuss, 1829
(Anthozoa, Tabulata), suppressed under plenary powers in favour of Paleo-
favosites Twenhofel, 1914 (type-species, by original designation, Favosites asper
d'Orbigny, 1850), placed on Official List; Calamopora alveolar is Goldfuss,
1829 also placed on Official List.

Opinion No. 1061 (Bull. zool. Norn. 33 (1) p. 29) Homoceras Hyatt, 1884 (Cepha-
lopoda), designation of Goniatites smithii Brown, 1841, as type-species under
plenary powers.
