
CURRENT RESEARCH INVENTORY

The Current Research Inventory is a compilation of Latin American research
projects in progress in the Americas. It furnishes either a simple listing or a descrip­
tion of the nature and scope of all projects which come to our attention and which fall
within certain necessary criteria. We have established guidelines both to serve the
needs and interests of LARR's readers and to keep the Inventory within the bounds
ofitsallotted space.

The Research Inventory is made up of current and on-going post-doctoral re­
search. These projects are being carried out by scholars in Latin America, Canada,
and the United States. Research listed comes under the general categories of the hu­
manities, social sciences, and natural and applied sciences. (Studies in the natural
sciences are reported only if they are concerned with ecology and the environment.)

Excluded from the following pages are dissertations, theses, and undergraduate
research. The Inventory does not contain research which has already been published
by the time we receive news of it or projects which have come to a permanent or
temporary standstill. LARR's survey of research activities also omits information
about research on Latin America which originates outside of the Americas.*

With the summer issue, the Research Inventory expanded to include a separate
section for projects described in past issues of the Latin American Research Review
and now available in published form. This Inventory Post Script will be a regular
feature of LARR.

Details of research included in the inventory come from monographs, bulletins,
reports, and, primarily, from questionnaires sent to individual researchers. Requests'
forquestionnaires are appreciated and immediately honored.

In this third number of Volume VI of LARR, the Current Research Inventory
surveys research in progress in Canada, in the southern half of Latin America, and
in the western section of the United States. (The maps on pp. 135-136 indicate the
exact divisions.) Within the inventory, projects are organized under the following
divisions: Language and Literature, Natural and Applied Sciences, Social Sciences,
and Collections and Interdisciplinary studies. Information in the individual listing'
isthen given by:
