The Association for Politics and the
Life Sciences is pleased to announce its
annual award competition for the best
paper by a graduate student on topics
that relate the life sciences to the study
of politics. Graduate student papers
using empirical or other theoretical ap-
proaches that address relevant prob-
lems are eligible for consideration. Pa-
pers co-written with faculty members
are not eligible.

The award for the best graduate stu-
dent paper is a cash prize of $500. The
selected paper will be included in the
program of the Politics and the Life
Sciences' unaffiliated group at the
American Political Science Associa-
tion's annual convention in San Fran-
cisco, from August 29-September 1,
1996. The paper will also be reviewed
for possible publication in the Associa-
tion's journal, Politics and the Life
Sciences.

Graduate students should submit
three copies of their manuscript. Sub-
missions should be accompanied by a
written endorsement by a faculty spon-
sor who need not be from the institu-
tion at which the student is formally
enrolled and who may be a scholar in
any discipline.

Dissertation Award

The Religion and Politics Organized
Section of APSA is accepting nomina-
tions for the Aaron Wildavsky best dis-
sertation award.

Major Restructuring at the
National Endowment for
the Humanities

Effective December 4, 1995, the Na-
tional Endowment for the Humanities
(NEH) will be redesigned to create a
leaner, more focused, and flexible
agency in order to adjust to a 1996 bud-
get reduction of almost forty percent.

With the reconfiguration, NEH will
give greater support to the activities
that best meet its guiding tenets. The
Endowment will focus on the following
areas:

• Supporting original scholarship
• Preserving the American cultural her-

itage
• Providing learning opportunities for

the nation's teachers
• Engaging the American public in the

humanities.

Structurally, the NEH will consist of
three divisions containing a total of
seven programs, and a separate office
to administer challenge grants. Follow-
ing are brief descriptions of the pro-
grams (by division) with contact infor-
mation. Application deadline dates
through September 1996 are contained
in the Summary of NEH Programs.

Division of Preservation and Access

One program with one set of guide-
lines and one funding cycle, encom-
passing the following:

Preservation and access projects (which
will include support for education and
training, regional field service pro-
grams, and research and demonstration
projects), the stabilization and docu-
mentation of material culture collec-
tions, and the U.S. newspaper program.

Division of Public Programs and
Enterprise

Two programs with one set of guide-
lines and two funding cycles encom-
passing:

Public Programs: planning and imple-
mentation of public humanities activi-
ties, including museum exhibitions, li-
brary exhibitions and programs, and
radio and television programs.

Enterprise: special initiatives, partner-
ships with other agencies and the pri-
vate sector, trans-divisional projects,
and other activities.

Division of Research and Education

Four programs, each with its corre-
sponding set of guidelines and funding
cycles, encompassing the following:

Seminars and Institutes: summer semi-
nars and institutes for higher education
faculty and school teachers.

Education Development and Demon-
stration: materials and model curricula
with related professional development
and trial implementation; e.g., teaching
with technology.

Fellowships and Stipends: fellowships
for university teachers, college teach-
ers, and independent scholars; summer
stipends; and HBCU faculty graduate
study.

Research: editions, translations, basic
research, archaeology, humanities
study of science and technology, cen-
ters, international programs, and con-
ferences.

Funded through a grant from the Na-
tional Science Foundation, the Univer-
sity of Tennessee has established the
National Center for Environmental De-
cision-Making Research.
