INQUIRY AS TO THE MORTALITY ASSOCIATED WITH THE
ADMINISTRATION OF LOCAL ANESTHETICS.

Professor Georges Canuyt of the Faculty of Medicine of the University
of Strasbourg has asked us to draw the attention of those practising in
Oto-Laryngology to an inquiry which he is undertaking in connection with
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fatalities supervening upon the use of local anaesthetics. The names of
those furnishing him with the necessary information will not be divulged.

Information is desired on the following points :—

1. Facts regarding the patient, e.g. sex, age, etc.

2. The affection from which the patient suffered.

3. The operation projected.

4. The time at which death took place; defore, during or after the
operation.

5. The circumstances in which the fatality supervened (z) as regards
the anasthetic used, (6) the dose and strength, (¢) mode of application,
surface or injection.

6. The symptoms complained of.

Professor Canuyt will be greatly obliged to those who will render him
assistance in his investigation. Replies should be addressed to him at the
Clinique Oto-Rhino-Laryngologique, Hépital Civil, Strasbourg, France.
