PREFACE

The Eleventh Clay Minerals Conference of the Clay Minerals Committee of
the National Research Council, at Ottawa, Ontario, Canada, began the second
decade of annual discussions, by scientists from many diverse professions, of
the problems presented by that UBIQUITOUS material, clay. Because of the
vigorous, continuing interest, the National Research Council has suggested
that the group organize a society rather than continue as a committee. In
keeping with their suggestion the Clay Minerals Society was chartered in
