
PREPARATION OF MANUSCRIPTS

submitted for publication in

The Journal of the Australian Mathematical Society

Authors of articles submitted for publication in the Journal are particularly asked to
ensure that their manuscripts are in a form appropriate for sending to the printer. The neces-
sary preparation should be done by the author before the initial submission to the Editor.
We set out below a brief statement of the main points we ask authors to observe. A fuller dis-
cussion of the problems of preparing mathematical manuscripts will be found in "The printing
of mathematics", by T. W. Chaundy, P. R. Barrett and Charles Batey (O.U.P.).

1. The author should keep a complete copy of the submitted article.

2. Manuscripts should be typed, on high quality quarto bond paper, on one side only,
with at least double spacing, and with a margin of at least one inch all around. If possible, a
duplicate copy should accompany the submitted manuscript.

3. Do not supply a separate title page. Adopt the form of heading in use in the Journal,
leaving a space for insertion of the date of receipt. If the title is long, supply also a shortened
form of title. If the author wishes to give acknowledgements of support and the like, these
should be given in the body of the article, or by footnote attached to the name of the author.
Affiliation is shown at the end of the article, not at the beginning.

4. The setting out of the manuscript should imitate as closely as possible the intended final
printed pages, particularly with regard to paragraphing, indentation of paragraphs, use and
spacing of displayed formulae. Indent the titles LEMMA, THEOREM, PROOF, REMARK, and the
like. Such words will appear correctly in small capitals if they are underlined thus:

LEMMA.

The Journal places main headings centrally, and equation numbers on the left. Please observe
these conventions. Boldface type is used for main headings and should be shown thus:

5. The ordinary forms of grammar should be observed, both in the text and in the
mathematics, including the displayed formulae. In particular, please ensure that the punc-
tuation carries through the mathematics in the proper manner. Eschew abbreviations such as
"eqn", "etc.", "Thm", "w.r.t.". Spelling and use of hyphens should be consistent.

6. Authors are particularly asked to note the following points, and carefully to mark the
manuscript accordingly.

(a) Latin italics are indicated by a single underline, thus: a, A. Such symbols need not
be so indicated when they occur in displayed formulae, but should be underlined when they
appear in the text if there is any possibility of ambiguity. Formal statements of lemmas and
theorems are in italics, and should be so shown in the manuscript. See also 4 above.

(b) Explain clearly what symbols, if any, are to be set in script and fraktur (= German)
founts, and what is required with any unusual symbols. This is best done by attaching to the
manuscript a separate page, entitled "Notes to the compositor", in which the author's con-
ventions and requirements are fully and clearly set out, and by drawing attention to particular
symbols at their first appearance in the manuscript.

Symbols which might be confused with others, for example a, a, d, should be described
at their first appearance in the manuscript. When used as order symbols, o and O should be
shown as o, O.

(c) References in the text to other articles listed at the end are by Roman numerals in
square brackets. The preferred style for listing references at the end is shown by the following
examples:

Inelastic behaviour in shells / W. Olszak and A. Sawczuk

Survey of theoretical and experimental research.
This book surveys the main trends in the theory and research of inelastic shells. After
recalling the fundamental field equations for inelastic solids, the main types of viscous
and plastic response are analysed. The lineary visco-elastic shells are analysed first. In
non-linear viscoelasticity special attention is paid to steady creep problems. Further,
the theory of elastic plastic deformation is discussed. Finally, a coverage of the limit
analysis theory of shells from the viewpoint of applications in various branches of
technology, mostly in structural engineering, is presented. Up to date critical bibli-
ography on inelastic shells is enclosed. The work also includes the results and methods
presented at the 'International Association for Shell Structure' symposium on non-clas-
sical shell problems, held in Warsaw, 1963, of those presented at the IUTAM Congress,
Munich, 1964, and of those presented at the Conference on Elasticity and Plasticity, Zakop-
ane, Poland, 1964.
