We
had a budget surplus of $74,000 for
fiscal year 1991-92 and our invest-
ment funds continue to grow (figures
provided below).

To place our budget in perspective,
Table 2 presents income and expendi-

ture data from fiscal year 1979-80 to
1991-92. We ran a surplus in every
year, last year being no exception.
Expenditures increased by 2.2%, a
figure well below the average change
since at least 1979-80.,

The continued growth and finan-
cial health of the Association depend
on both prudent budgetary manage-
