It is planned to include Karl Biihler's linguistic correspondence in the
complete edition of his published and unpublished works now in prepara-
tion. The few letters located to date are impressive records which not only
document the evolution of Biihler's work and the far-reaching discussions
which formed the background context of his ideas, but also bear remarka-
ble witness to European cultural and philosophical history. Interesting
and important though the few available letters are, unfortunately they
constitute but a mere fraction of the total corpus which must have sur-
vived.
