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Abstract. We present quadrupole moments of rotating neutron and strange stars calculated us-
ing standard Hartle Thorne approach. We demonstrate differences between neutron and strange
star parameters connected with quadrupole moments and how this parameters could be, in the
case of neutron stars, approximated almost independently on neutron star equation of state.
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
