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General
Careful preparation of manuscripts will promote rapid publication. Authors are advised

to refer to a recent issue of the journal in addition to the notes below, paying particular
attention to the form of references, tables and figures and the use of symbols and abbreviations.
Papers should be in double-spaced typescript throughout (including reference lists, footnotes
and legends) on A4 paper with a left hand margin of at least 4 cm.

Format
Papers must commence with a separate title page indicating the full title, initial(s),
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the beginning. Such papers will also be considered.
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
