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textures and hints of onomatopoeia (quite often
giving the momentary and mysterious effect of a
full string body). Johnson writes with intimate
knowledge for the cello — his fine unaccomp-
anied Suite No.2 was premiéred by Martin
Rummel at the BMIC in May 2000 (and his
intriguingly dreamy Shandon Blues was given
there in the Spring of 2001 by the ensemble
Vamos!). He is one of Scotland’s least categoriz-

ible composers, sometimes almost like a
Caledonian Kurt Schwertsik. The word-setting
in God, Man and the Animals reminded one that
much of his career has been devoted to (self-
produced) opera, and it augurs well for his cur-
rent project for an opera on R.L. Stevenson’s
Kidnapped and Catriona.
