The following books in Russian have been printed and are now available: 

George Fedotov, The New City, Essays, 384 pp. $2.75 
A selection of outstanding essays on civilization, philosophy and literature by a distinguished 
man who combined a deeply religious spirit with the classic liberal tradition. Professor Fedotov 
left Soviet Russia in 1925, was a member of the faculty of the Russian theological seminaries 
in Paris and New York, and died in America in 1950. In him, Russian cultural life in exile 
lost one of its most erudite, balanced and inspired members. 

Nikolai Gogol, St. Petersburg Stories, 272 pp. $2.00 
The cycle of Petersburg stories is published in commemoration of the 100th anniversary of the 
death of a writer whose name is known throughout the world. The volume has a brilliant fore­
word by Vladimir Nabokov. 

Roman Goul, The Horse That Was Red, Novel, 288 pp. $2.00 
Taking his title from Revelations, the author, in an autobiographical novel follows "the horse 
that was red" from a quiet, provincial Russian town, through the excitement of the Revolution, 
through the confusion of the Civil War, through the concentration camps of Hitler Germany, 
and to the starting point of the story—this time in the throes of World war II. 

Constantine Krypton, The Siege of Leningrad, 256 pp. $2.00 
A first-hand account of an important and tragic chapter in the history of World War II. The 
author, a young scientist, witnessed the siege of Leningrad and the heroic death of hundreds 
of thousands of its citizens. Now that he is in the United States of America, he is free to give 
a full account of his experiences and to place the blame where, in his opinion, it rightfully 
belongs. 

Nikolai Leskov, Cathedral Folk, Novel, 400 pp. $2.75 
A great Russian classic with the central figure of Father Tuberosov who is the embodiment of 
a simple nobility of spirit and an eternal love for truth. This book, so rich in spiritual values, 
was excluded from the recent one-volume Soviet edition of Leskov's works. 

Vladimir Nabokov, The Gift, Novel, 416 pp. $3.00 
A novel which takes the reader into the creative laboratory of an artist. By giving a portrait 
of a writer at work on a biography of a public figure, Mr. Nabokov has written an imaginative 
book on a number of levels. His biography of Gogol and his The Conclusive Evidence have 
won for him recognition as one of the most brilliant stylists in modern English. 

Boris Panteleymonov, The Last Book, Short Stories, 256 pp. $2.00 
A collection of short stories by a master of Russian prose whose characterizations and word 
pictures have made a permanent place for him in modern Russian literature. An engineer by 
profession, he began to write fairly late in life; his first book appeared in 1947. 

Fedor Tyutchev, Selected Poems, 272 pp. $2.00 
A large selection of poems by one of the most outstanding figures in Russian letters. A con­
temporary of Pushkin, Tyutchev received full recognition onlV toward the end of the 19th 
century. Many of his poems were set to music by Tchaikovsky, Rachmaninov and Grechaninov. 
The volume has a special introduction by the poet's grandnephew. 

Ariadna Tyrkova-Williams, Ways Toward Freedom, Memoirs, 416 pp. $3.00 
A book of memoirs by a novelist and journalist who grew up and was educated in a closely knit 
country family permeated with the great liberal ideals of the 6o's. The author, as a young 
woman, took an active part in the political life of the 90's and her book is filled with unshakable 
faith in the rights of the individual. 

Eugene Zamiatine, We, Novel, 224 pp. $1.75 
The first complete and unabridged appearance in the Russian language of a novel which has all 
the impact of George Orwell's 1984. Written in 1920, it was; translated into a number of 
languages and showed an amazing insight into the elements of moral decomposition and human 
degradation inherent in a totalitarian state. 
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I. Bounine, Life of Arseniev, Novel, First Complete Edition, 388 pp. $2.75 
Ivan Bounine is the only Russian writer ever to win the Nobel Prize. Life of Arseniev is one 
of his major works and depicts the writer's childhood and youth in surroundings familiar to 
Lermontov, Turgeniev, Tolstoi, Fet, etc. 

S. Yurasov, Enemy of the People, Novel, 208 pp. $2.00 
Against a background of Soviet administration in the Eastern Zone of Germany the author, a 
former Major in the Soviet Army, shows the inner conflict arising in the mind of an objective 
and unselfish individual when he has to make the choice between the ruthless impersonality of a 
totalitarian state and the universal human impulses. The climax of the novel is reached as the 
hero makes his dramatic choice to break with the USSR. 

S. Malakhov, The Fliers, A Play, 72 pp. $ 1.00 
This play gives a dramatic picture of a well-intentioned Westerner who inadvertently almost 
destroys a man fighting for the very principles which the Western democracies have always 
espoused. The Fhers has already been accepted by the "New Theatre" for presentation in 
New York. 

A. Akhmatova, Selected Poems, 272 pp. $2.25 
In this one volume are collected poems from earlier editions as well as some which appeared 
between 1940 and 1946. Considered as one of the literary lights during the early years of the 
Soviet t regime. Akhmatova suddenly fell in disfavor because she is an individualist and a 
champion of human dignity. Her wide circle of readers will greet this volume with sympathy 
and appreciation. 

M. Bulgakov, Selected Stories, 212 pp. fi-75 
One of the outstanding Russian writers of the early Soviet period, Bulgakov was placed on the 
prohibited list because of his independence of mind. His works are no longer available and 
constitute a blank in the continuity of the development of Russian writing. 

N. Teffi, The Earthy Rainbow, Short Stories, 285 pp. $2.00 
Together with the author, thousands of Russian people made the unforgettable exodus from 
Russia after the October Revolution. Each of them—by word, by look, by gesture—left a trace 
in the creative memory of Teffi which she reflects in these stories. 

J. Jelagin, Taming of the Arts, 434 pp. $3.00 
This is a brilliant survey of the theatrical and musical world under the Soviets during the 30's 
and early 40's. It introduces numerous important personalities and demonstrates the systematic 
attempt made bv a totalitarian state to harness the creative mind. The book was published in 
English and received an extraordinarily favorable press but it has never been available in Russian. 

V. Alexeyev, Hidden Russia, 405 pp. $2.75 
Alexeyev is one of the recent escapees from the Soviets. Hidden Russia, in large part auto­
biographical, is a chronicle of Soviet youth—its first religious and political underground circles. 
Drawing from his experiences in Soviet concentration camps, the author gives a reader a series 
of remarkably vivid sketches and impressions of the lives of prisoners. 

M. Koriakov, Liberation of the Soul, 372 pp. $2.75 
This is an impressive autobiography of a man who served as war correspondent with the Red 
Army in which he held a commission. In a series of interrelated essays, the author shows the 
process of his own gradual liberation from Soviet ideology and his realization that dictatorship 
cannot break the spirit of the Russian people. Koriakov shows that a renewed faith in religion 
and the true spirit of man will prove the doom of totalitarianism in Russia. 

S. Maximov, Taiga, Short Stories, 208 pp. $1.75 
Already recognized as one of the most promising of young D.P. writers, Maximov gives the 
reader a series of moving sketches drawn from his experiences in Concentration camps in 
North Russia. Against a background of Taiga, the impenetrable Siberian forest, his characters 
lead their tortured and torturing lives.
