The Society was formed to promote the study of the history, archaeology and art of Rome, Italy and the Roman Empire in general down to
about A.p. 700. In particular, so far as its resources permit, and so far as is possible without prejudice to its wider objects, the Soctety endeavours
to encourage the study of Britain under Roman occupation by devoting space in its Journal to articles on Romano-British history and archaeology.

The Society maintains, in conjunction with the Hellenic Society, a joint library of works on classical antiquity and a collection of lantern
slides, Members are entitled to borrow books and slides, which can be sent to them by post, and may also consuit books in the library of the
London University Institute of Classical Studies, which is housed in the same building and is complementary to that of the Societies, Communi-
cations about books and lantern slides should be addressed to the Librarian.
