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a number of interesting articles, among which *“ A Progress
Report on Humane Electric Whaling ”’, by Major C. W. Hume,
may perhaps be specially mentioned.

THE SOCIETY’S BUSINESS

The Council.—Quarterly Council Meetings were held on 17th
July and 18th October, 1951. A summary of the points of
interest to members generally is given below.

The President’s Forthcoming Visit to South Africa.—The
President agreed to act as the Society’s representative during
his forthcoming tour. e will visit many South African National
Parks and Reserves.

My. Walt Disney.—It was proposcd by the President and
agrced that Mr. Walt Disney should be elected an Honorary
Member of the Society in recognition of the help given to the
cause of conservation by his films of wild nature.

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APPENDIX

RULES OF THE FAUNA PRESERVATION SOCIETY
1. Object of the Society.
To safeguard wild animals from extermination by

(a) Interesting the public in the preservation of wild animals in their
natural conditions ;

(b) Promoting the establishment of National Parks and Reserves and
the enactment and enforcement of laws for the protection of wild
animals ; .

(c) Establishing relations with societies having similar interests
throughout the world.

2. Membership.
All persons interested in the objects of the Society are eligible as members.
The names of the eandidates for membership shall be brought by the
Secretary to the notice of the Council, with whom the power of election

shall rest.
Classes of Members and rates of subscription
Ordinary members . . £1 annually.
Life members :—
Age Under 41 . . . £20
,» 41-60 . . . . £15
s 61 and over . . . £10
Honorary members . . . Nil

Annual subscriptions shall become due on 1st January of each year.
Members whose applications to join the Society are received during
October, November and December of any year shall not be liable to
pay a subscription for that year.

Honorary Members may be elected at the discretion of the Council.

Kindred Societies or other Bodies may become members of the Society
on payment of the annual subscription of a single member. Any such
Society or Body shall receive all publications which an Ordinary Member
receives, but its individual members shall not thereby become members of
the Fauna Preservation Society.

Members of Societies outside the United Kingdom which have joined the
Fauna Preservation Society under the above paragraph, may by arrange-
ment through the Society concerned, become Ordinary Members of the
Fauna Preservation Society on payment of a reduced annual subscription.
The reduced subscription shall hold good only so long as the member
concerned does not reside in the United Kingdom.

The Council may at any time suspend from membership of the Society
any person whose conduct in their opinion renders such a course desirable.
Any suspension is to be put to the vote at the first subsequent Genera]
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Meeting, which shall decide whether the member concerned shall be
removed from the Society or whether his suspension shall be cancelled.
The name of any member whose subscription is two years in arrears
shall be removed from the list of members.
Members have the right to be present and to vote at all General Meetings
and to receive free the Journal of the Society.

3. The Officers.

The Officers of the Socicty shall be the President and Honorary Treasurer.
They shall be elected at each Annual Gencral Mecting from amongst the
members of the Society.

4. Vice-Presidents.

The Society may at any General Meeting, on the recommendation of the
Council, elect any member to be a Vice-President.

5. The Council.

The Council shall consist of the Officers of the Society and not more than
fifteen other members of whom three shall retire annually and not be
eligible for re-election for one ycar. The three selected to retire shall be :—

1st. Those who have attended less than half the number of ordinary
meetings of the Council since the preceding Annual General Meeting. If
there are more than three members who have not kept this quota of
attendances, those with fewer attendances shall be selected first.

2nd. If the number of memlicrs to retire under the previous sub-
section is less than three, so many additional members as shall bring the
total up to three shall be selected by seniority. Seniority shall be deter-
mined by the number of consecutive years of service ; in cases of equal
seniority the member who has made fewer attendances since the pre-
ceding Annual General Meeting shall be selected.

The Council may appoint any member of the Society to fill a casual
vacancy. Any member so appointed shall retain his office only until the
next Annual General Meeting, but he shall then be eligible for re-elcction.

The Council shall prepare annually for submission to the Annual General
Meeting the names of those members whom it recommends for election or
re-election as President and Treasurer, and shall submit for confirmation
the names of those who have been appointed to fill vacancies on the
Council since the last Annual General Meeting.

The Council shall manage all the business of the Society, except such
matters as are laid down in these rules to be decided by General Meeting.
The powers of the Council shall not include the alteration of the rates of
subscription of members.

The Council may delegate any of their powers to committees as they think
fit. The President and Treasurer of the Society shall be ex-officio members
of all committees.
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6. The Secretary.

The Secretary shall be appointed by and shall hold office at the pleasure
of the Council.

7. Finance.

The Treasurer shall be responsible for the supervision of the Society’s
finances. He may depute to another person approved by the Council the
receipt of money paid to the Socicty and payments on behalf of the
Society.

Subject to the approval of the Finance Committee, the Treasurer and
Secretary of the Society are jointly empowered to invest the funds of the
Society, to vary investments held and to realize such investments as may
from time to time be necessary.

The books of account shall be kept at the Office and shall always be open
to inspection of the Members of the Council.

The accounts of the Society shall be made up to 31st December in each
year and be audited by professional auditors appointed by the Council.

Once yearly the Council shall lay before the Society at the Annual
General Meeting an income and expenditure account and a balance sheet.
Such balance sheets shall be accompanied by the auditors’ report. The
income and expenditure account and the balance sheet, having been
audited, shall be published in the Journal of the Society before the Annual
General Meeting.

No portion of the income or property of the Society shall be paid by way
of dividend, bonus, or otherwise by way of profit, to members of the
Society. Provided that nothing herein shall prevent the payment of
reasonable and proper remuneration to any officer or servant of the
Society or to any member of the Society for services rendered to the
Society.

8. Council Meetings.

The Council shall regulate their meetings as they think fit. The President
of the Society shall be the Chairman. The President may appoint one or
more Vice-Chairmen to act for him in his absence. In the absence of the
President and any Vice-Chairman the members of the Council present shall
choose one of their members to be Chairman of the Meeting. Seven shall
be a quorum.

9. General Meetings.
A General Meeting, to be called the Annual General Meeting, shall be
held once in every calendar year. Ten shall be a quorum.
The course of proceedings at the Annual General Meeting shall be :—
(1) Reading and confirmation of the Minutes of the previous Annual
General Meeting.
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(2) Presentation of the Auditors’ Report.

() Discussion of the Auditors’ Report,

(4) Presentation of the Council’s Annual Report.

(5) Discussion of the Council’s Annual Report.

(6) Election of Officers of the Socicty.

(7) Election of members to fill vacancies on the Council.

Other General Meetings, to be called Ordinary General Meetings, shall
be held at such dates and hours as the Council may from time to time
appoint. The normal course of procedure shall be as follows :-—

(1) Reading and confirmation of the Minutes of the previous Ordinary

General Meeting.

(2) Lectures, films, or other matters of interest to members of the

Society.

10. Publications.

The Journal of the Society shall be published at such times as the
Council shall determine, and shall be sent free to all members of the Society.
Notices published therein, e.g. the Auditors” Report or the Council’s
Annual Report, will be deemed to have been issued to members.

11. Amendment to these Rules.

These rules may be amended on the recommendation of the Council, by
the authority of any General Meeting. The Council shall give members at
least 21 days’ notice of its intention to propose any alteration in these rules.
