Berry, Gordon.—Sarcoma of the Tonsil. "Boston Med. and Surg.
Journ.," vol. clxvi, p, 276.

The patient was a woman, aged eighty-five years and eleven months,
with a lympho-sarcoma of the right tonsil and a nodular mass under the
sterno-mastoid. The latter was dissected away and the external carotid
ligatured. The tonsil tumour was removed through the mouth by dis-
section and a cold wire snare. Recovery was rapid and uneventful and
no recurrence had taken place two months later. The neck began to be
brawny three weeks later. A discussion of the literature is given.

Yankauer, Sidney.—Four Cases of Foreign Body in the (Esophagus
removed with the aid of the (Esophagoscope. " Annals of
Otology, Rhinology and Laryngology," vol. xx, p. 414.

Cane 1, child, aged three; penny just above sternal notch, removed
with ease. Case 2, child, aged Jourteen months; small, irregular leaden toy
at level of sternal notch, easily removed. Case o, bov, aged two and a
half; penny just below cricoid, easily removed. Previous attempts,
by forceps introduced blindly, failed owing to seizure of the mucous
membrane instead of the penny. Case 4, boy, aged four; piece of
brass just above sternal notch. Truncated cone, smaller end verv sharp.
Extensive wound of posterior oesophageal wall at level of cricoid leading
into fistulous track behind oesophagus. Foreign body removed with
difficulty owing to torn oesophagus. Patient died next day.
