The following resolution was adopted by the Commission 21:

It is recommended that, during the next triennium, there should be a concentration of airglow
observations at chains of stations along selected longitude meridians. New stations are particularly
needed in the Southern Hemisphere.

Pairs of magnetically conjugate stations should be established wherever possible, and the inter-
relationships between the airglow and the ionosphere should be studied by coordinated experiments.
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
