Kanuri is the main language spoken in Bornu Province, Northern
Nigeria, and is understood over a wide area. The vocabulary
provided contains the commonest Kanuri words, and texts, with
translations, are given. With the help of this Grammar and
Vocabulary it should be possible for any European to read and
analyse Kanuri texts. A practical and simple orthography on
the principles recommended by the International Institute of
African Languages and Cultures has been adopted, and, wherever
possible, corresponds with that used in Bargery's Hausa Dictionary.
