In [2], N. A. Toroselidze has pointed out that the second assertion of the 
Theorem in [1] is not correct as stated. This assertion concerns the existence of 
infinitely many oscillatory solutions of the equation y" (t) + o(t)j{y{t)) = 0. 

An additional hypothesis for the function/ which was used in its proof was 
inadvertently omitted from the statement of the result, namely that
