Would it not be truer to say, 'At no time has a
Christian been allowed to bear arms, save in a just cause'? And,
without wishing to argue from the admittedly difficult evidence pro-
vided by the conduct of early Christians under the Emnire, is not
'conscientious objection' a proper description of Martin's refusal to
bear arms? 'He did not see how a soldier of Christ could fight against
his neighbour", as M. Gheon himself remarks. The dubious logic of
modem pacifism need not deflect one from recognising the force and
meaning of Martin's gesture.

Again, one is unhappy about too. confident a categorising of national
virtues. 'Slav or Celt or Latin, he (Martin) came from Hungary to
Gaul, and was altogether in harmony with the way of thought which
was to become the .special way of the French' (viz. 'supreme good
sense'). The saints, it is true, are men of flesh and blood, born with
love for a land and a language that is their own, which love, ennobled
by grace, can never be at war with the love of God that possesses
them. Yet they transcend their time and place; and it is only occa-
sionally, one must add, that M. Gheon is distracted by a pride which
acknowledges what is certainly the truth—that Martin made France
