Samuel H. Beer Dissertation Prize
and Dissertation Fellowship Award

Warren Fishbein has been awarded the
Samuel H. Beer Dissertation Prize for his
dissertation, "Wage Restraint by Con-
sensus: British Attempts to Mobilize
Trade Union Support for Income Policy,
1965-79," written at Massachusetts In-
stitute of Technology under the direction
of Suzanne Berger.
