Mentally ill people and bomelessness
Newcastle is to be one of the first cities in Britain to
attempt to produce a strategy to deal with the grow­
ing problem of homeless mentally ill people. The
group behind the initiative is the Voluntary Organis­
ations Advisory Group (VolsAG) to Newcastle
Mental Health Unit (which includes MINO, the
Cyrenians and Single Homeless on Tyneside). A
symposium was held on 3 April at which Lawrence
Conway ofNewcastle Mental Health Unit presented
the results ofhis research into this issue. He said that
his research supported findings from studies carried
out elsewhere which demonstrated that mentally ill
people make up a third of homeless people. It is
hoped the symposium will begin the process of
eradicating this problem in Newcastle.
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
