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Dr. John P. Harrison, Editor, Jan Peter Wogart, Associate 
Editor, and Gerry Machovec, Assistant Editor, retired from their 
long, distinguished service on the staff of the Journal at the end of 
May 1983. Their editorial reponsibilities terminate with the 
November 1983 issue, but their editorial policies and standards 
remain in force. 

Editorial offices remain at the University of Miami, under the 
direction of new Editors: Dr. Jaime Suchlicki, Dr. Robert M. 
Levine, and the Honorable Ambler H. Moss, Jr. Jane Marchi is 
Assistant Editor. 
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
