European Association for Banking History e.V.: 1997 prize for young
scholars working on European banking history

The European Association for Banking History e.V. announces a further round for this
prize. The prize amounts to 2,500 Ecus and the EABH will endeavour to publish the
awarding-winning manuscript. Submissions will be accepted from individual scholars, or
teams of scholars (involving no more than three collaborators), working on either a field
comprising an institutional, or economic or social aspect of the history of European banking
or a biography of a European banker, or banking dynasty. Applicants should not be over 3§
years of age when submitting their manuscripts. The studies should meet academic require-
ments, should be unpublished and consist of 80,000 to 120,000 words. Texts will be accepted
in any Buropean language but will have to be accompanied by abstracts of 3,000 words/10
pages in English. The final submission date for the 1997 prize is 31 November 1996. For
