Juan Valle Raleigh is an Ambassador of the
Argentine Republic and the current Director of the
Instituto del Servicio Exterior de la Nacion
(ISEN). He studied Political Sciences at the
Universidad de Buenos Aires (UBA) and served as
Argentine Ambassador in Bolivia, Paraguay, Brazil
and Libia. Prior to being appointed Director of the
ISEN, Valle Raleigh was Alternate Representative

ofArgentina to the Organization ofAmerican States (OAS).

Federico Villegas Beltran is Director General of
Human Rights at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and Worship of Argentina.

BIBLIOTECA NACIONAL DE LA REpUBLICA ARGENTINA

National Library ofthe Argentine Republic

The opening reception will take place in the Biblioteca Nacional de la
Republica Argentina (National Library of the Argentine Republic). Founded in
September 1810, it is the largest library in Argentina. Its historical importance
transcends its cultural contribution to society and becomes part of the testi­
mony of the history of Argentina. It was directed by, among others, renowned
intellectuals Paul Groussac and Jorge Luis Borges.

ARCHIVO NACIONAL DE LA MEMORIA

NationalArchive ofMemory

The Archivo Nacional de la Memoria (National Archive of Memory). This
archive is located in the former School of Naval Mechanics (exESMA). In 2003
the building became a space dedicated to the acquisition and processing of data
pertaining to human rights violations by the Argentine State during the last
dictatorship (1976-1983), and as a space for the promotion of human rights in
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the country. Visiting this archive will be a sober reminder of the costs of
freedom, and need for preserving its record for future generations.

BmLIOTECA DE LA CORTE SUPREMA DE JUSTICIA DE LA NACION

Library ofthe Supreme Court ofthe Nation

The Supreme Court of Argentina (in Spanish, Corte Suprema de Justicia de la
Nacion) is the highest court of law of the Argentine Republic. It was inaugur­
ated on 15 January 1863. The Palace of Justice was designed by French archi­
tect Norbert Maillart in 1906, and was initially inaugurated in 1910. Subse­
quent works, both logisltical and aesthetic, continued until 1942, and among its
most noteworthy monuments are Justice, by Rogelio Yrurtia, and Jose de San
Martin, by Luis Perlotti.
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
