Depression may frequently be associated with a strong anxiety
component, andvice versa.Thus, in practice, the distinction is frequently
blurred, and may escape even the most expert diagnosis. Difficulties in
diagnosis have led to the misuse of tranquillisers -particularly their
use in depression masked by anxiety. In suc h cases the underlying
depression may be deepened. On the other hand the high failure rate of
many antidepressants is due to their inability to control the concurrent
anxiety. 'TryptizoI' , a single compound, treats the depression and also
the anxiety and agita t ion't ha t comm only ac compa ny i t.

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INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS

1. Articles must be typed with double spacing on quarto paper leaving
generous margins.

2. The title should be brief and to the point, so as to give a clear idea
of the nature of the work when quoted by others.

3. Names of authors only appear under the title of the paper. Names,
qualifications, present appointments and postal addresses should be given
in full at the end of the article.

4. Past studies need not be discussed where this has been done
adequately elsewhere.

5. Case histories cannot be published unless they are of exceptional
interest, and then must be short and confined to essentials.

6. Tables may be typed in the ordinary way.
Diagrams, drawings and graphs for reproduction must be drawn in

black ink on white paper with proper lettering; it is preferable to draw
diagrams I! times larger than they are to be printed and on sheets not
larger than quarto. If they have to be redrawn by the printer the cost,
which may amount to several pounds, will be charged to the author.
After printing, blocks are returned by the printers to the senior author.

7. References should be listed alphabetically at the end of the paper,
the titles of journals being abbreviated as in the World List of Scientific
Publications. Book titles are to be given with place of publication; as a
rule titles of articles should not be quoted. For example:

1. ABEL-SMITH, B., and TITMUSS, R. M. (1956). The Cost of the
National Health Service in England and Wales. Cambridge.

2. ABERCROMBIE, P. K. (1960). Brit. med. J., 2, 139.
If the number of references is small, and the author considers the titles

of articles referred to are of interest, they may be quoted in the list of
references. In this case all references to articles should be treated in the
same way, and the titles of articles should be given without capitals,
capitals being reserved for book titles.

In the body of the paper references should be by author and date;
"Abercrombie (1960)". However in the case of review articles, with a
large list of references and frequent quotation in the text, at the author's
discretion the alternative method of reference by index number may be
used.

Authors are expected to check the accuracy of all references in the MS.
before submission. Corrections at a later stage are expensive and should
be limited to printer's errors. A scrupulous re-check of the references
should be made in the galley proof.

8. Passages intended for printing in small type should be so marked.
9. It is the author's duty to make himself clearly intelligible to the

reader. In the assessment of papers great importance is attached to clarity
of writing. It is usually wise to get the opinion of a colleague on writing
and presentation before offering the paper for publication. Even experi­
enced authors have blind spots for ambiguous or obscure passages.
Great discretion is needed in the use of technicalities not generally
understood among psychiatrists. Exponents of cybernetics, for example,
must recall that the readers include those whose special training is in such
a different field as psychotherapy; and vice versa.

10. Twenty reprints of each article are supplied free of charge; delivery
instructions must be sent to the printers, Headley Brothers, Ashford,
Kent. If authors require extra copies the orders must be sent direct to the
printers at the time of passing the galley proofs.
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
