The chapters—Ecology of
the Human Population; Cycles of Elements; Ecosystems for Human
Benefit; Ecological Aspects of Land Management; and Management
of Aquatic Resources—discuss a wide range of problems, including
those concerning population and resources management, pollution,
chemical and biological pest control, crop and habitat management,
land and aquatic food sources, eutrophication of land and water, and
the effects of human activity upon element cycles.

Man in the Living Environment will be an important document
in appreciating the proceedings of the UN Stockholm Conference, and
will long serve as a guide to understanding the complex problems that
man has brought upon his world environment.
