She responds to the
reviews of Pheme Perkins, John Koenig, Rosemary Radford Ruether, and
Beverly Harrison. Finally, to bring the issue to its accustomed end, Book
Review Editor Joann Wolski Conn presents reviews of sixty-eight books
spread across the spectrum of theological and religious studies.
