“Many of my German students have told me that they were
never able to grasp languages before. But so far, all of them
are doing well. They all like the idea of working at their own
speed and being able to go over the parts they find difficult
without slowing down the rest of the class. The faster students
like BRL because they can move along to new material without
the boredom of drills.
