Book Review

INTRODUCTION TO X-RAY POWDER
DIFFRACTOMETRY

Ron Jenkins and Robert L. Snyder
John Wiley and Sons, New York 1996, ISBN 0 471 51339 3,
403 +XXIII pp.

The book appears as the volume 138 in ‘‘Chemical
Analysis’” series of monographs on analytical chemistry and
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its applications (ed. J. D. Winefordner) to act as an introduc-
tory text for users of X-ray powder diffractometers.

The monograph has thirteen chapters which outline char-
acteristics of X-radiation, elements of crystallography and
diffraction theory; describe sources for the generation of
X-radiation, detectors, detection electronics as well as the
production of monochromatic radiation; and treat in detail of
instruments for the measurement of powder patterns, align-
ment and maintenance of powder diffractometers, specimen
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
