Written by H. St. J.B.Philby,
who was the first European to explore many areas of Saudi Arabia, the book chronicles
his twenty-five years as a resident of that country with the depth that only a lifetime of
study could achieve.

The ob'ject of ridicule and scorn when the first edition was published in 1950, Seven
Fallen Pillars proved to be an accurate prediction of England’s loss of influence in the
Middle East. Kimche’s masterpiece probes the reasons behind the loss of Britain’s Middle
Eastern empire, including the wealth of unkept promises in England’s proposals for a
Jewish homeland; the ineffectual policies of maintaining the power of the old ruling
families; the deception and brutality with which the British government attempted to
rule; the attempts to force a distant culture on the Middle East; and the ignorance of
social realities which resulted in growing tensions. A detailed discussion of the American
outlook in the Middle East and its parallel road to failure is included. (Not available from
Da Capo Press in the British Commonwealth, except Canada.)

This volume discusses the political, social, economic, and military problems that faced
both Western and Eastern powers upon the sudden discovery of oil in southwest Asia. In
light of the increasing importance of the area’s oil fields, Caroe focuses attention on the
shifting political attitudes toward the region from 1908 through the 1940s. He examines
the role of the Middle East in the First World War, the formation of Israel, policies of
American and British oil companies in the area, influences of Western culture upon
Eastern values, and protection of the area from military aggression.

This vivid portrayal of the Arab Legion, the force responsible for maintaining internal
order in the Middle Eastern countries of the British Empire, brings to light the
perceptions and attitudes of the English who controlled the area. As brigadier of the
Legion, which was composed entirely of Arabs except for its highest officers, Glubb was
well-respected by the Arabs and was given a unique opportunity to study their life-style.
He relates their military history, their culture, and their adaptation to the modern world.
Glubb also discusses the many activities of the Arab Legion, including the elimination of
raiding parties, the struggle to secure Palestine, and the battle with the German-
supported forces which overthrew the government of Iraq.

Americans in Persia is a study of the politics of Persia in 1946, that takes into
consideration the general underlying economic, social, and psychological conditions at
that time. Dr. Millspaugh has attempted to portray and analyze the essential conditions
that made Persia a problem area—the mind and character of the people; their form of
government; and the need for three American Financial Missions to Persia (1911,
1922-1927, 1943-1945). He discusses Soviet aims and methods in the country as well as
British and American principles, policies and practices.

Armenia and the Near East offers a firsthand account of the problems of finding homes
for Armenians who were displaced by the Ottoman Empire during World War 1. Dr.
Nansen, the League of Nations’ High Commissioner for Refugees, was a member of the
committee charged with the difficult task of seeing through the creation of a free,
independent, and sovereign state for Armenians from territory under Turkish occupa-
tion. In this book, Nansen discusses in detail the committee’s journey to the Republic of
Armenia and the work accomplished there, his impressions of the country and its
peoples, and the committee’s proposals to the League of Nations.
