However,
the main emphasis is on measurement and experimentation in the field, associated in
appropriate cases with survey methods. The journal also publishes accounts of new experi-
mental techniques, new methods in experimental crop production, and critical discussions of
specific problems arising in countries where agricultural production is developing rapidly.
Reviews of particular fields of agronomy, or of agronomic research methods, will be commis-
sioned from time to time by the Editor, who welcomes suggestions of appropriate topics.
